REGULATIONS FOR MIGRATION OF STUDENTS

Migration shall not be encouraged as a general policy and very strict criteria shall be followed for any migration. 

(1) 
General Regulations  

i.  Migration of students will be allowed only between Institutions recognized by relevant Regulatory Bodies i.e., PMDC , PNC, etc.

ii.  Migration of students will be allowed only between Institutions affiliated with Universities approved by Higher Education Commission.

iii.  Migration of students between Institutions located within the geographical boundaries of Punjab will be allowed only if these are affiliated with University of Health Sciences.

iv.  Migration Request of any student who was granted admission in violation of admission criteria of the relevant Regulatory Bodies shall not be entertained.

v.  No migration shall be allowed from a private medical college to a public medical college or a migration from a public medical college to a private medical college. 

vi.  A mutual/unilateral migration will be allowed only if that does not result in an increase in the number of seats sanctioned in the respective Institution.

vii.  The student shall submit an application for Migration through Head of Affiliated/Constituent College/Institution/Department. 

viii.  Migration request of only those students shall be entertained who have passed their first professional (Part I & Part II) University examination in totality. 

ix.  Migration request of postgraduate students shall be entertained only if there are valid reasons for change of Institution. Permission for change of supervisor if required, will be obtained from the University.  

x.  In International/Inter-provincial Migrations where the Syllabi of two Institutions are not similar, Equivalence will be determined by University of Health Sciences. 

xi.  An application for the Migration will be submitted by the student himself and not by the parent or other relative of the student.

xii.  Migration will be allowed only for one time through out the student’s career. 

xiii.  A Migration/Equivalence Committee to be constituted by Academic Council of the University shall consider all migration cases on merit. 

(2) 
For Public Sector Medical Colleges/Institutions 

xiv.  University of Health Sciences may allow a Migration only after provision of following by the student:

a.  No Objection Certificate from the Head of College/Institution/Department concerned. 

b.  No Objection Certificate from the parent University, in case of Inter University Migration.

c.  Payment of prescribed fee.

d.  Detailed transcript/academic record in case of inter-provincial/international migrations. 

xv.  After issuance of N.O.C from the University, the Migration case will be forwarded to Department of Health, Punjab for further action. 

(3)  
For Private Sector Medical Colleges/Institutions 

xvi.  International Migrations will be processed according to policies of Government of Punjab/Pakistan. 

xvii.  University of Health Sciences may allow a Migration only after provision of following by the student:

a.  No Objection Certificate from the Head of College/Institution/Department concerned. 

b.  No Objection Certificate issued by relevant Regulatory Bodies. 

c.  No Objection Certificate from the parent University, in case of Inter University Migration. 

d.  Payment of prescribed fee. 

e.  Detailed transcript/academic record in case of inter-provincial/international migrations. 

xviii.  The Migration/Equivalence Committee shall refer the hardship cases, not covered by the above Regulations to the Vice Chancellor for decision.  
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
